Hotel information will be e-mailed in early July for parents who want to travel on their own to the competition.

Mr. DiLallo gave the Director’s report as follows:

Maintaining good attendance is very important as this is the time students memorize the show.  At the end of the 6th week, the entire show will be memorized.  Teaching and refining marching fundamentals is also done during this time.  This hard work is required to maintain the respect the band has earned as being one of the finest bands in Missouri.

· Mr. Patton has taken a job at Lindbergh High School.  His departure allows us to make the following changes to our band program.  Mr. Brockmeyer will move into Mr. Patton’s position at Rockwood South, but will still join students during 7th hour at Summit during marching season.  Mr. Lineberry will be full-time Assistant Director at Rockwood South and Summit, working with percussion students.  Mr. Ken Hanson has accepted a position with Summit (signed contract pending) and comes to us with incredible experience from O’Dessa where he was Head Director for 11 years; and more recently Tulsa Union.  He should be with us for the start of Band Camp.

· We are not yet scheduled to participate in Rockwood Review.  It costs about $1,000 for bus transportation and those funds could be better used elsewhere.  

The meeting adjourned at 7:56 with a motion by Lisa Cottle and a second by Marcia Pozzo.
