Parents Meeting Minutes – August 6, 2010
The meeting was called to order at 6:08 p.m. in the theatre.

Beth Asbridge started the meeting by calling our attention to the tragic bus accident involving the St. James Marching Band that had happened earlier that day in which one of their students was killed.  A request was made for a love offering to benefit their band.  Then band parent, Nina Stewart, spoke about the St. James Red Regimen and how she had marched for them when she was in high school.   She expressed her thanks for our concern about the band family in St. James knowing that her home-town community would very much appreciate our thoughts, prayers and donation.

Beth Asbridge introduced the Executive Board members and thanked Lisa Cottle for single-handedly organizing this year’s band camp.  She received a well deserved standing ovation.  Lisa thanked all the volunteers who helped.  Frank Day and Diane Hogenmiller were introduced.  Frank is instrumental in dealing with anything mechanical, and Diane is in charge of the craft fair.  

The minutes of the May 3 meeting were available.  The minutes were accepted with a motion from Ms. Ashley and a second by Mr. Day.

Melissa Vasseur presented the Treasurer’s report as follows:
A reminder was made regarding the $75 refund available to those who volunteer and meet the criteria as specified the letter sent  to band families in May.  A refund will be given when a parent has worked two shifts during marching season, one shift for the Craft Fair and one shift for the Winter Festival.  The rebate is given an “all or nothing” basis; in other words, all shifts must be worked.  Volunteer sign up sheets were available during the meeting and are available on the website, with the exception of the Winter Festival.  The sign ups for Winter Festival will be available when the date gets closer.

Melissa explained the new point system for TRIP fundraiser volunteers.  The system was approved by the Executive Board in a previous meeting and applies to trip fundraisers starting with the 2nd Gateway shift forward.  There were several questions and concerns expressed which could not be answered in the meeting.  The Board will meet to discuss these concerns and get back to all parents with the answers.

Hawaii Update
Beth Asbridge stated that the cost for the Hawaii trip is $1,929 per student, for 6 days and 5 nights with a departure date of Sunday, May 29.  The original quote was a range of $1850 to $2,000, so this is still within the range.  If gas prices go down, there is a possibility to re-book the fares.  At the present time, we have no Shadow Trip costs.  The itinerary will be posted on the website.

Several families want to extend the trip.  It will be up to those parents to make changes for their student as well as be responsible for any expenses related to those changes.  

Information regarding an event-only package will be distributed when available, either in an e-mail or via the band web-site.

The phone number for the Travel Agency will be put on the band website.

Micki Collins discussed fundraising as follows:

Two Hawaii trip fundraisers are planned.  There will be a Trivia night on Friday, September 24th at Andre’s and a Mouse Race event (date yet to be determined).  Letters requesting donations for raffle baskets for Trivia have been sent to 250 companies to date.   Trivia flyers will be made available on the website; feel free to download and print for distribution to friends and co-workers.  A suggestion was made to add a line on the flyer where the student’s name could be written in.  Remember students will be given credit for attendees they have invited.  A double check system will be in place the night of the Trivia to ensure that each student is credited properly.  
The cost for trivia night will be $25 and includes dinner and open bar.

A question was asked regarding raffle basket donations: if a family makes a donation, will the student earn points?  The answer was no, but the donor could take a tax deduction for their donation.  Email Micki Collins if you have any questions.
