Summer Schedule Rehearsal

Congratulations!  You are about to join one of the most successful marching bands in Missouri.  Since the high school was built, the Rockwood Summit Silver Falcon Marching Band has been a classy representation of school spirit and pride.  Over the last several years, the marching band has risen to the top of the competitive marching band activity in our area with a focus not on trophies or awards, but by doing the best we can on any given day, no matter the circumstances.  .  Many of our students balance rigorous academic schedules (including AP classes) and are in the top of their class.  Our band builds adolescents into adults, helps shy students break out of their shell, and inspires camaraderie....band students watch out for each other and become a family.  This activity is for you, and if you aren’t sure about that, talk with the director!  

Students are expected to attend every possible summer Tuesday/Thursday rehearsal, as these are fundamental to the success of our organization.  Music instruction and memorization, fundamental movement and technique, and other essential skills are taught and honed at these rehearsals.  If a conflict is anticipated for any of the summer Tuesday/Thursday rehearsals, please be sure to fill out and return conflict form which can be found on the band website, www.silverfalconband.com to Mr. Dilallo so that we can best determine how your child and the band can best proceed.

The band attendance policy takes in mind the need for families to take vacations or students to attend camp.  There are potentially a total of 44 days the students could have off during the summer with our attendance policy.  This is fair and generous to all families while at the same time ensuring the marching band program can maintain excellence in performance.  For this reason, there will be a zero tolerance for violations of our attendance policy.  Should there be an issue with any student regarding the attendance policy, the student will be dropped from the competition show and will be given an alternate spot to march at home football games.  Please schedule your summer activities now so that excessive conflicts will be eliminated.
Returning students:  You must have all fees from last year paid in full in order to have a spot in our competition show.  Students who do not have all fees paid will be assigned a shadow spot/alternate spot to march at home football games.
The following attendance policy is approved by Mitch Lefkowitz, Activities Director for Rockwood Summit H.S.  Please mark your calendars now for next summer so that you will not schedule events/activities against the marching band schedule and will remain eligible to participate.
Students may miss up to but not exceed FOUR absences during our summer Tuesday/Thursday rehearsals.  If you know in advance that your student will miss more than four rehearsals, do not sign up for the class..  The four rehearsals can be at any time and for any reason.  Beyond the fourth missed rehearsal excuses are not permitted with the exception of student illness (must be accompanied by a doctor’s note or will not be excused) or a death in the family.  Students may also be dropped from the show and assigned a home football game only position for excessive absences due to student illness (even if accompanied by a doctor’s note).
Also, it is mandatory that all students attend EVERY DAY of our band camp which runs from Monday, July 23 through Friday, August 3rd.   Mandatory means there are no excuses accepted for missing any days of band camp, with the exception of student illness (must be accompanied by a doctor’s note or will not be excused and the student dropped from the show) or a death in the family.  Band camp is when the students put it all together and learn their show for the competition season.  If a student must miss one day of band camp, they will not be allowed to participate in marching band.

GUARD SCHEDULE:  IS SUBJECT TO CHANGE.  Our guard staff are not Rockwood employees and have jobs which conflict with some of our rehearsal times during the summer.  We will provide a completed rehearsal schedule once our guard sponsor knows her schedule.  The times indicated below for guard reflects what we were able to do this past season and is intended as a guide.
For definition purposes:  Drumline:  Percussion instruments.  This includes Battery (marching percussion on the field – bass drums, quads, snare drums), and Pit (mallet instruments such as xylophones, marimbas, tympani – non marching percussion).

Hornline:  All woodwind and brass instruments

Guard:  Flags, rifles, sabers, other props.

Color guard auditions will take place near the end of the 2011-2012 school year.  Dates TBD.
