Course Description

Students in Symphonic Band will work on the fundamentals and nuances of creating music.  Skills such as rhythm, technique, range, phrasing, pitch, expression, dynamics, alternate fingerings, scales, formal analysis, music composition and overall musicality will be addressed.  The band will perform literature that includes the elements of music which are being studied.  Students must be advanced at the high school performance level on their instrument to participate in this ensemble.  Participation in this ensemble is by approval of the director.  Students who are unable to successfully fulfill the requirements of this ensemble may be asked to withdraw.
Expectations:  Students in the Symphonic Band are expected to;
· Prepare your music until it is perfected.  Symphonic Band students need to practice no less than 180 minutes per week at home.

· Take private lessons.  Students in Symphonic Band should care about developing their skills to their full potential with the assistance of a private instructor

· Audition for St. Louis All Suburban Band/Jazz Band.  Those students who make this ensemble are expected to audition for All State  Band/Jazz Band/Orchestra.

· Participate in Solo/Ensemble Festival at the St. Louis level.  Students who receive a “1” or “Superior” rating are expected to go to the State Solo/Ensemble festival and attempt to win a state championship on their instrument.

· Display excellent behavior at all times.  Follow class and school rules at all times.

· Be role models for all students in the band program and to be a good citizen of Rockwood Summit H.S. with outstanding academic achievement.

· Call and attend sectionals.  Sectionals take place either before or immediately after school.

Requirements:  Students in the Symphonic Band are required to;

· Attend all mandatory rehearsals and concerts.  A schedule is provided below and you are responsible to calendar these mandatory events  so that there are no conflicts with your job if you have one, or anything else you might schedule to conflict with these mandatory events.

· Participate in three basketball pep bands.  This will be part of your concert grade this year.  Dates will be forthcoming once the varsity basketball schedule is known.
· Purchase and provide a lyre and flip folder for you r instrument.  The flip folder must contain all music we perform.  Please purchase extra folios for you flip folder.

· Purchase and bring to rehearsal a tuner every day.  Use a permanent marker to mark your tuner.

· Provide all equipment necessary for proper performance of you instrument or school provided instrument  (valve oil, reeds, cork grease, mouthpieces as determined by the director, etc…).

· Maintain your instrument in excellent working condition.  Students with school owned instruments are required to repair the instruments should damage be caused by other than normal wear and tear on the instrument (you drop it, you fix it).  All repairs must go through either Nottelmann Music or Mozingo Music.  If they are not repaired to the satisfaction of the director, they will be sent back out with the bill going to the student’s parents.  In other words, fix them right the first time with the repair shop we require.  (
This schedule is provided in advance so that students and parents can calendar them to avoid conflicts later.  Students are expected to provide these dates to their coaches, employers, (or anyone else that may impose schedule conflicts on them – someone’s birthday is not excused, having tickets to a sporting event or concert is not excused…etc….) in order to avoid conflicts.  Scheduled items in bold are required events and grading is associated with it.  Other events may be added as the year progresses, however, these events will not be associated with a grade - example might be a concert band/symphonic band festival performance at six flags or Kansas city  (World’s of Fun) type trips.  Unexcused absences from required events will result in a zero for that event.

Concert Dress

Our uniform for the concert band will be as follows:  Men:  Tuxedo with bow-tie provided by the school district.  Gentlemen will provide their own tuxedo shirt (no collared white shirts allowed - must be a tux, bow tie type collar shirt), black dress socks with black dress shoes.  Ladies:  Concert skirt with blouse provided by district.  Ladies must provide dark hose with black dress shoes.  Lost or damaged uniform items will result in the student being placed on a fine list until the item is replaced at current value.  Each student will be required to pay a cleaning fee for the uniform.  This fee will be set at a later date.  Students who fail to pay a cleaning fee will be added to the fine list.  For convenience sake, all fees may be arranged to be paid out of your student’s bandstanders account.

Grading

Students will be graded on the following criteria:

1.  Wholistic:  Daily attendance/conduct - 10 points per day.  School policy states that NO CREDIT will be given after the 6th absence (excused or unexcused) per semester.  Included in these ten points per day will be attitude, leadership, cooperation, punctuality and preparedness.  Students will be in their seat and ready to play with their instrument ready, music out, with an easily accessible pencil.  Points will be deducted based on the level of non-cooperation.  

Tardies:  Students are tardy if they are not in the band room, WITH ALL REQUIRED EQUIPMENT AND MATERIALS BEFORE the tardy bell sounds (instrument, music, pencil, journal).  Warm-up begins two minutes after the bell.  Students who are not prepared for warm-up will also be counted as tardy, even if they are in the room before the bell sounds.  Students who collect three unexcused tardies in any given term will be given a detention automatically by administration.  All school policies concerning tardies will be followed.

2.  Concerts.   All Concerts are mandatory.  Only those excuses outlined in the student handbook will be accepted.  Students who are excused from a concert will be responsible to make sure that their music is available to students covering their part in their absence.  While a student may be excused from attending a concert, the student will still be responsible for making up the points they missed by not being at the concert.  This may include performing the entire concert on their own privately for staff for their concert grade. Students who do not have permission by the director to miss a concert will also do a concert make up test and will score no higher than a 75% (C) and could be lower if the make up concert test is less than perfect.   Students who fail to do any make-up work regardless of whether they were excused from a concert or not will only at best receive a “C” for the term for their concert grade.

3.  Playing or written tests.  Every student will be tested on concert music/scales/excerpts, etc....  Students must demonstrate that they are proficient from the beginning of a piece of music to the end.  I recommend that students begin practicing their music at home as soon as it is passed out.  If you notice your student is not practicing at home, please encourage them to do so.  Other tests whether playing or written (i.e...final exam at the end of each semester) will be assigned as required.
NOTE:  The directors reserve the right to institute practice cards should it become apparent that students are not practicing their concert band music.  Should this occur, parents will be required to sign this card each week ensuring that their student is practicing at home.  Practice time will be weighted similar to the Sperreng practice component (excellent practice time - grade raised one letter grade; acceptable practice time - grade remains the same; unacceptable practice time - grade lowered one letter grade).

TOTAL grade will be based on the following;

Wholistic:  35%

Playing or written tests:  35%

Conerts:  30%

At the end of each semester, the final exam will be worth 20% of the entire grade.

Grading Scale

90 - 100% = A

0 - 59% = F
